· There are 3 meeting formats under Bagley-Keene Act
· Taskforces, subcommittees, and workgroups of 3 or more members are considered a state body under the Bagley-Keene Act
· SB 470 updates

· To make quorum remotely, members must disclose location of where they are attending and invite the public
· Reviewed BKA violations
