Question #3: What are the reporting requirements?

Answer:   The Systems Change Standard Grant Provisions and he RFA has information on reporting in the following areas: 

(1)  RFA Page 12: Section 6.B. Community Organizing Training and Technical Assistance. Specifically:   
· Tracking and reporting on community-based priorities, activities, and measurable outcomes including how many individuals participate in events, number of individuals trained, total number organized annually, and what systems changes resulted

(2) RFA Page 29: Section 6 Projected Outcomes and Objectives states 
· Identify specific measures of success that will be used for each component of the program for reporting. Measurable outcomes include:
· Best or promising practices that will improve access to HCBS.  
· A series of videos/personal stories of people with disabilities throughout the state who have experienced challenges accessing HCBS.  
· A white paper on HCBS developed which highlights the disparities in California as well as identifies possible solutions.  
· Number of unduplicated individuals engaged in each systems change initiative and in total for the year.
· How many people and organizations provided training and provided technical assistance by issue area.
· How many people, organizations, and representatives educated in disability issues.
· How many educational materials developed including fact sheets, articles, letters, issue briefs or papers, etc.  
· How many outreach events and activities.
· How many meetings with Systems Change Network Hub members including ILCs and number of unduplicated individuals participating annually.
· What specific systems change will occur that increases access to public and private resources that enhance independence due to Systems Change Network Hub activities. 
· Other specific measures of success related to this RFA. 
 
3. Systems Change Standard Grant Provisions Page 5  Section C. Reporting Requirements state:
The Federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, requires the DOR to provide periodic evaluation of the effectiveness of the programs it oversees. To gather the information necessary to meet this mandate, grantees are required to submit quarterly progress reports and annual and end of grant self-evaluation and analysis reports.
Reports to the DOR:
The grantee must submit electronically the following required reports to the IL Grant Administrator within 30 days of the end of each reporting period.
1. Quarterly Reports: Progress reports that include activities and outcomes.
2. Annual and End of Grant Report: Aggregate annual and end of grant activities and outcomes summary and self-evaluation report.
3. Reports to the State Independent Living Council (SILC):
4. During each annual grant period, a grantee representative will be required to present with a DOR staff, a report of progress to the SILC or one of its committees. At the end of the grant a copy of the self-evaluation report will be sent to the SILC.
5. Grant Summary Report(s) are due to the DOR ILATS Section 30 days after the end of the grant period. The summary report(s) are necessary for the 704 Annual Performance reporting on all Title VII B funding. Final grant invoices will not be processed for payment until DOR ILATS receives the grantee’s Summary Report(s).
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
