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FY 2026-27 May Revision Budget Highlights

The Department of Rehabilitation (DOR) works in partnership with consumers and other stakeholders to provide services and advocacy resulting in employment, independent living, and equality for individuals with disabilities. DOR administers the largest vocational rehabilitation and independent living programs in the country. Vocational rehabilitation services are designed to help job seekers with disabilities obtain competitive employment in integrated work settings. Independent living services may include peer support, skill development, systems advocacy, referrals, assistive technology services, transition services, housing assistance, and personal assistance services.

Budget Item
1. General Fund Loan (Technical Adjustment to Language Only)
The May Revision proposes to make technical changes to budget bill language (5160-001-0001 Provisions 1 and 2) regarding the use of certified time and cash as match to the federal Vocational Rehabilitation Grant and to add General Fund loan authority not to exceed 50 percent of the amount of federal appropriations, to assist in program cashflow needs when federal grant funds are delayed. 

Staffing
